Background 

1. The existing Neighborhood Commercial Alcoholic Beverage (NC-AB), Commercial 
Alcoholic Beverage One (restaurant) (C-AB-1), and Commercial Alcoholic Beverage Two 
(bar and lounge) (C-AB-2) zoning districts allow the sale of alcoholic beverages for  
on-premises consumption by-right and without conditions, limiting the ability to address 
site-specific community impacts. 

2. These three zoning districts are mapped on the footprint of the serving area, not on an 
entire lot, with few exceptions. 

3. Currently, there are two areas zoned NC-AB, 113 zoned C-AB-1, and 32 zoned C-AB-2. 
Of these 147 areas, nine do not have a building. Of the 138 areas that do have buildings, 
staff does not know whether all have active alcoholic beverage sales uses. 

4. The Louisiana Office of Alcohol and Tobacco Control (ATC) issues permits for the sale of 
alcoholic beverages. As of 4/7/2025, there were 142 Class A, B, or C permits in 
St. George, specifically: 
o 73 Class A Restaurant 
o 4 Class A Exception Permit 
o 7 Class A General 
o 1 Class A Microdistillery 
o 56 Class B Package 
o 1 Class C Package Store 

5. Table 1 shows the uses in the Unified Development Code that involve the sale of alcoholic 
beverages and the zoning districts they are currently allowed in. (The sale of alcohol for 
off-premise consumption (packaged) is currently regulated as part of the broad category 
of Retail Sales.) 
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6. Some alcoholic beverage uses are already allowed – either by-right or with a Conditional 
Use Permit (CUP) – in zoning districts other than the three AB districts. 

7. For alcoholic beverage sales uses currently allowed in the three AB districts, requiring a 
CUP (instead of the AB zoning district) will allow discretionary review and tailored 
conditions, ensuring compatibility with surrounding uses. 

Staff Recommendations 

Staff recommends: 
 Delete the NC-AB, C-AB-1, and C-AB-2 zoning districts and all references to them 

(Secs. 7:8.1, 7:8.4, 7:9.2, 7:11.2) 
 Rezone properties currently zoned NC-AB, C-AB-1, or C-AB-2 as shown on the attached 

24 exhibits (A-Z (not I or O)) 
 Create a new use classification of “Retail Sale of Packaged Alcohol” and define it as 

“An establishment where more than 50% of gross revenue is derived from the sale of 
alcoholic beverages for off-premises consumption.” 

 Amend the use tables (Sec. 7:9.2) to make alcoholic beverage uses that were allowed in 
the three AB districts conditional uses in other districts, as shown in Table 2. Generally: 
o Bar or Lounge as “M” in the heavy commercial and light industrial districts; no change 

where already “P” 
o Microbrewery/Microdistillery, no changes 
o Reception Hall (with alcohol), no changes 
o Restaurant (with alcohol) as “M” in the same districts where Restaurant (without 

alcohol) is “P”; no change where already “M” or “P” 
o Retail Sale of Packaged Alcohol (new use classification) as “M” in the same districts 

where Retail Sales is “P”, except “P” in C5 where Bar or Lounge is already “P” 
o Theater (with alcohol), no changes 

 Require specific information with an application for a Conditional Use Permit for retail sale 
of alcoholic beverages (new Sec. 7:9.4.6) 

 Specify that a nonconforming alcoholic beverage sales use cannot expand any aspect of 
its operation, such as hours of operation or offering of live music (Sec. 7:7.4.A)

(1) Seating capacity; 
(2) Noise control measures; and 
(3) Projected revenue split between food and alcohol; and 

c. For off-premises, projected percentage of revenue from alcohol sales; and 
3. Proof of a valid Louisiana Office of Alcohol and Tobacco Control (ATC) permit or 

application therefore.
